Future Tense

To form the future tense of REGULAR verbs, you add the future endings to the infinitive…you DO NOT drop off anything!

The following future tense endings are for all regular –ar, -er, and –ir verbs.

Reminder:  You have already learned one way to speak about things that are taking place in the future and we called it the Near Future Tense.  The near future tense translates into “going to” do something.
